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(1) Who do you see in the
picture? I see a girl / a boy and
her / his father.
(2) Where are they? They’re in
the kitchen / at the park / at home.
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(1) Who takes care of the penguin
eggs? The father penguin does.
(2) How does the father penguin
take care of the egg? He keeps the
egg safe and warm on his feet for
two months.
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
